EXPLORE LIKE A LOCAL
 
Diamond Notch Falls (hike to a little waterfall, stop by West Kill for a beer after)
Giant’s Ledge (closest trail head to the Lodge, just a 5 minute drive)
Slide Mountain (close trail to the Lodge, just an 8 minute drive)  
West Kill Mountain (stop by Westkill Brewery afterwards for reward beers)  
McKenley Hollow (close by, explore the heart of the Big Indian Wilderness)
Belleayre Mountain (closest ski moutai, just 15 minutes away)
Plattekill Mountain (a little further out, great for tubing, 35 minutes away)

Woodstock walk and shop Tinker St, stop in for drinks at Early Terrible, eat at Silvia or 
Cucina, check to see if there are any shows at Colony or Levon Helms 
Kingston wander around The Stockade section of town, peruse Kingston Consignments, grab 
bubbles at Le Canard or head to The Waterfront to shop along the Hudson River
Hudson stroll up Warren Street, pop into Antigo for antiques, grad a drink at Back Bar or 
The Maker Lounge and do dinner at Lil Deb’s or Sonder 
Margaretville / Andes small town living set in rolling hills, walk the shops in Margaretville, 
have drinks on the deck of Andes Hotel, drink cider at Wayside
Livingston Manor wind your way over the heart of the Catskill Mountains, stop by Catskill 
Brewing, Upward Brewing or Upstream Wine and get a sandwich from Main St. Farm
